Ann H. McDonald was born to Charles J. and Anna (Korbelik) Jirkovsky on January 6,
1930 at Geneva, Nebraska, and she passed away on Monday, May 23, 2016 in Lincoln,
Nebraska at the age of 86 years, 4 months, and 17 days. Ann was one of 6 children born
in the family. 
Ann spent her entire life in and around Fillmore County. She graduated from Geneva High
School in 1946 at age 16 and began working at Geneva State Bank in Geneva. She
married Bill McDonald in 1950 and they had three kids, Janet, Sandy and Jerry. 

 

They moved to San Diego California where Bill was in the Navy and Ann worked in a
Bank. On returning to Nebraska, Ann again worked at Geneva State Bank and later
worked at the Nebraska Extension Office in Geneva, as well as a bookkeeper for several
businesses in Geneva. 

 Ann was a woman of faith and was a lifelong member of St Joseph’s Catholic Church. Ann
was active in Mothers Club, Bridge Club and Alter Society. She loved listening to Polka
music, dancing, playing cards and spending time with family and friends.
