Arnold (Arnie) Albert Heinrichs was born to Albert & Emma (Ahrens) Heinrichs on June 7,
1929 at the family farm near Bruning, Nebraska, and he departed this life on Tuesday,
August 1, 2017 in Lincoln, NE at the age of 88 years, 1 month, and 25 days. He was the
4th of five children.

At age 16, Arnie began farming with his brothers on the family farm operation and actively
farmed until retiring in 2003.

Arnie was a lifelong member of Trinity Lutheran Church- Bruning, serving as treasurer and
on church council.

He began his Dekalb seed dealership in 1984 and sold Gnuse Manufacturing loaders over

years of Continuous family ownership by the Knights of AK-SAR-BEN Foundation in July,
