
Evelyn M. Volkmer
September 22, 1935 - January 1, 2023

Evelyn Marie Volkmer was born to John D. & Susan Mildred (Otte) Toews on
September 22, 1935 at rural Henderson, Nebraska, and passed away on
January 1, 2023, at the Fillmore County Hospital in Geneva, Nebraska at the
age of 87 years, 3 months and 10 days. She was one of 3 children born in the
family. 

Evelyn grew up in York, Nebraska and graduated from York High School. After
finishing high school, Evelyn went to work at York Public Schools. She met a
young man named Merlin Volkmer when she was set up on a blind date with
Marion and Richard Theobald as the other couple. Evelyn and Merlin were
married on August 10, 1957 and to this union 4 children were born: Ronald,
Pat, Michael, and Susan. 

Evelyn & Merlin lived in York after their marriage, but they moved to Merlin’s
parent’s farm, rural Shickley, in the fall of 1959, after Merlin’s parents retired
from farming. Evelyn remained on the farm until her passing. After her
marriage to Merlin, Evelyn went to work for Grady Corbitt at his law office.
Upon Grady’s passing, she took a job with Geneva State Bank as a trust
officer, retiring in 2010. 

Evelyn was a member of St. Mary Catholic Church in Shickley, serving on the
Parish Council of Catholic Women. Evelyn was an avid reader, and she



especially enjoyed reading mysteries. Evelyn & Merlin were also members of
the Old Car Club and Tour Nebraska Car Club. She enjoyed going to coffee in
the morning and visiting with ‘the girls.’ 

Evelyn was preceded in death by her parents; brother Allen Toews; in-laws
Deloris Volkmer, Eunice Chitwood, John Volkmer, Kenny & Norma Volkmer,
Roger Volkmer and Ervin Volkmer. 

She is survived by her husband Merlin of Shickley, Nebraska; sister Marty
