Freddy grew up in rural Geneva and graduated from Geneva High School in
1960 and graduated from SCC in Milford with a degree in welding. He then
returned to Geneva to help his Grandpa Nunns on the farm and thus began
his farming career. 



He was an avid
trap shooter. He won many awards at shoots around the state and even
nationally. He was the Nebraska Singles Champion in 1980. Afternoons were
spent playing cards at the VFW and on Sundays he went “shopping”, also
known as the horse races. He enjoyed spending time with his brothers on the
farm, working on projects, and going to sales.
